This international two-day symposium explores the impact of migration on the visual arts in Ameri-
ca by examining specific periods, group encounters and locales where cross-cultural exchange
was most intense.

A series of invited speakers will discuss cross-cultural encounters between Euro-Americans,
Native Americans, African Americans and Latinos in the visual arts, as well as cross-border rela-
tions between the art of the United States and the visual cultures of the Americas from the colo-
nial period to the present.

By bringing together US and UK scholars from a range of fields and disciplines (art history and the-
ory, history, anthropology, Latin American studies and American studies), this event considers dif-
ferent regional and historical models of cultural crossover and aesthetic experimentation, and
seeks to place these in comparative perspective.

The symposium will feature several keynote lectures and a series of themed panel sessions on
the following:

Representations of indigenous peoples in North America and Mexico since the 18C; African Ameri-
can and African diaspora art; Latina/o identity and Spanish Colonial art; African American moder-
nism and experimental abstraction; transculturation, photography, and filmmaking in contempo-
rary Cuban American and Native American art.
