VORTRAG (auf Englisch) "Late Medieval Devotional Art and the Origins of the Female Nude in Fran-
ce"

INHALT: "The female nude in French art is associated with a strongly secular tradition, but its orig-
ins belong to a culture of private devotional art from the second half of the fifteenth century. This
lecture examines the invention of the nude at the royal courts of France through the personalizati-
on of imagery in illuminated prayer books and private altarpieces based on patrons' requirements.
From end of the reign of Charles VII (r. 1422- 61) through that of Louis XII (r.1498- 1515) the fema-
le nude became widely popular in devotional manuscripts. Its varied appearances exhibit someti-
mes broad, sometimes subtle differences in meaning that reflect the personal histories as well as
specific social roles of both male and female owners."
