DESCRIPTION
This is a call for participation in a two-day workshop on feminist practices for teaching histories
of art and architecture. During the workshop we will discuss our experiences in the classroom,
and beyond in our scholarship and in our professional work; we will design teaching assignments
that foreground intersectionality and collaboration; and we will write a collective manifesto both
for publication and for the exhibition. Core feminist principles of collaboration, intersectionality,
and empowerment will guide the workshop and the writing associated with it. Our goal is to pro-
vide participants with an opportunity to learn from each other and build inclusive and diverse com-
munities both inside and outside our professional lives. We will meet for an afternoon session on
April 21st and a morning session on April 22nd.

OUTCOMES
—We will discuss feminist teaching approaches to non-feminist content.
—We will compare different feminist pedagogies.
—We will think of feminist-informed assignments.
—We will write a collective manifesto, to be distributed through various media.
