The Group of Multidisciplinary Art Studies (GEMA) of the Center for the Studies of Archeology,
Arts and Heritage Sciences (CEAACP) of Coimbra University, in collaboration with the Institute of
History of Art of the Faculty of Humanities of the University of Coimbra and the Ecole Pratique
des Hautes Etudes (Sorbonne, PSL, équipe HISTARA 7347) is organizing the Colloquium (Almost
all) Europe in Coimbra. Rule and hybridism in Jean de Rouen's sculptural production.

The Norman Jean de Rouen established in Coimbra the most dynamic sculpture workshop of
Portugal in the 16th century. Always working the regional limestone, his production covered an
anatomical treatment of the body as well as ornamental motifs taken from several sources, along
with the scientific exercise of perspective and the creation of a spatiality according to the
theoretical foundations of Christian Humanism. The constant duality between the sculptural work
and the construction of an architectural space consecrated him within the occupational category
of the sculptor-architect, so appreciated within the artistic practices of the Europe of his time, and
elevated his work to the statute of "aggiornamento” searched by the erudite and powerful elites.

The importance of Jean de Rouen in the artistic panorama of Portugal does not align with the
relative distraction to which historiography has condemned him. If it is not possible to study the
creation of visual arts in the 16th century without including his name, it is also true that such
analysis has been lateral to his work, absent of the issues urging to be decoded for a better
understanding of the complex process involving his specific production and a wider circuit
integrating the European artistic movements in the larger part of the 16th century. The biggest
objectives of this Colloquium will cover discussion within the following themes:

1. Mobility and Recreation.

2. Working Conditions and Artist Social Status.

3. Sculpture and Architecture. Areas of Contamination.
4. |dentifying Jean de Rouen.
