• Under the supervision of Lynette Roth, Daimler Curator of the Busch-Reisinger Museum, the Cura-
torial Fellow researches 70 sketchbooks by German artist Otto Piene. A major recent gift to the
Busch-Reisinger, the largely unpublished sketchbooks – made between 1935 and 2014 – were a
generative site for Piene’s material experimentation and visionary large-scale projects: interdisci-
plinary,  cross-media experiments, realized and unrealized, in the Boston area and around the
world.
