The stan-
dard article length is of ca. 80.000–120.000 characters, in exceptional cases up to 250.000 char-
acters including notes.
- an abstract of 1.500–2.000 characters presenting the central questions and results of your
research.
- a brief biography of the author in English, approx. 500–600 characters.
- a PDF document with the provisional images in low resolution.
