Der Workshop zielt darauf ab, einen offenen Rahmen fiir den Dialog zu schaffen. Durch einzelne
Vortrage, gezielte Gesprache und eine Podiumsdiskussion sollen kiinstlerische, kulturhistorische
und museologische Perspektiven auf die komplexen Verflechtungen zwischen Indonesien und
den Niederlanden untersucht werden — sowohl in der Vergangenheit als auch in der Gegenwart,
mit einem Schwerpunkt auf der Friihen Neuzeit. Ein zentrales Anliegen besteht darin, Perspektiven
zu verschieben: Nicht nur die Frage, was die Niederlande in Indonesien getan haben, steht im
Vordergrund, sondern auch die Uberlegung, wie Indonesien die niederléandischen Narrative, Samm-
lungen und Identitaten weiterhin pragt, herausfordert und verkompliziert.

The workshop aims to create an open space for dialogue. Individual presentations, focused con-
versations, and a roundtable discussion are intended to explore artistic, cultural-historical, and
museological perspectives on the complex entanglements between Indonesia and the Netherland-
s—both in the past and in the present, with a particular emphasis on the early modern period. A
central objective is to shift perspectives: rather than only asking what the Netherlands did in Indo-
nesia, attention is also given to how Indonesia continues to shape, challenge, and complicate
Dutch narratives, collections, and identities.
