PhD candidates of the National PhD Program in Peace Studies are pleased to announce the
opening of the Call for Papers for the First International Conference of PhD Candidates in Peace
Studies. The Conference is promoted by Sapienza University of Rome and the Network of Italian
Universities for Peace (RUniPace), and organized by the PhD candidates of the 40th cycle of the
National Interest PhD Program (DIN) in Peace Studies. The PhD Program is based on the
conviction that there is an increasing need to train researchers capable of developing ideas and
actions that can transform society, with a view to peace and peaceful coexistence among peoples
and cultures.

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The panel "Contested Heritage: Interpreting, Deconstructing, and Restitution Practices through
Interdisciplinary Perspectives” proposes a critical reflection on the concept of cultural heritage,
understood as a multifaceted, unstable, and often contested category. Although most operational
definitions stem from a Western perspective, a central question remains: who decides what
counts as heritage, and on the basis of which worldviews, identities, and power relations?
Heritage can serve as a tool for identity and community-building, as a device for shared
representation, but also as a means of exclusion, domination, or intimidation. At the same time, it
can foster dialogue, build bridges, and enable forms of mutual recognition.

The panel’s call invites submissions that address, from theoretical, methodological, or empirical
perspectives, topics such as (by way of example and not exhaustively):

- methodological issues related to memory and heritage;

- cancel culture;

- dissonant/difficult heritage;

- museums, ecomuseums, and critical museum practices;

- museology, critical museology, and exhibition studies;

- practices of institutional critique and counter-culture;

- heritage protection, conservation, and critical heritage policies;

- authorized heritage discourse, heritage from below, and counter-narrative practices;
- contested, marginalized, or erased memories and practices of counter-memory;

- heritage, religion, and processes of sacralization/secularization;

- cultural diplomacy;

- artistic, literary, and audiovisual practices as tools for reinterpreting heritage

The call is open to PhD candidates in the humanities and social sciences, as well as to early-
career researchers interested in a critical and interdisciplinary approach to the study of cultural
heritage. Submissions may be in Italian or English.
